The 

combination of the recent Council ruling over no pavement parking, local business and medical 

centre, Police station re-opening, bollards on school lollipop man crossing along with some 

irresponsible parking are contributing to school exit safety concerns.

PC suggested the introduction of a drop-off/pick-up zone within the school/nursery car park. The 

HT advised that the car park is designated for school staff and visitors only, with no allocated 

parking for parents.

The HT noted that there are over 200 families across the school and nursery, and that operating a 

drop-off/pick-up zone at the start and end of the school day would not be practical.

The HT further advised that she has received parental complaints regarding parking in the vicinity 

of the school, which have been escalated to SLC Headquarters. She confirmed that the car park 

operates in line with arrangements at other schools within the Learning Community.

The HT also advised that she has requested a traffic survey be undertaken by SLC to assess 

parking concerns, and that the results will be shared once available.
